It seems a long time ago now, but “Calendar Girls” was our very successful production in November.  Using the talents of many of our female Players this was a fun production for everyone.  The play was directed by Cliff Francis who is also directing “The Taming of the Shrew” our November 2014 production.  Cliff promises that this will be real event theatre rather than a dry rendition so I am sure we are in for some surprises!  It’s a fun show and as it is the first Shakespeare the Players have presented since 1982 we are hoping to make it a real landmark production.
February saw “Ten Times Table” hit the stage with several new faces in the company.  An outrageous farce by Alan Ayckbourn that, as usual for him, also had that ring of truth – this time about committee meetings.  We entered two festivals and again did very well in both - it’s costing us a fortune to have the cups engraved every year – and then presented three one acts play at The Settlement giving us a chance to show off our Festival show and cover the cost of the Festival entries.

We finished off in June with “Neville’s Island”, another comedy but with some very ironic touches.  I think our sets are always good but certainly the one for this show, set on a stark Lake District island, deserved top marks this year.  Getting rid of the shingle “beach” on the Sunday morning was really hard work but the Settlement benefitted as we donated it to the car park.
