We discussed our upcoming productions especially Tis folly to be wise which will be performed at our theatre night on September 6th. We made sure that everything for the front of house on theatre night would be in place. 


We talked briefly about publicity, the bar and festivals next year. Nothing much was said at this meeting but these are things that are always on our agenda.


We discussed the 2015-2016 season. We’d like to start considering plays for inclusion in our programme and would welcome ideas for productions from any of you directors out there. This year we were able to announce the complete programme well in advance and we’d like to do that again.


We talked about the Settlement Players web-site. I’d like to make some changes to our website so that it can be a more useful tool and repository of knowledge for us all to use. This is going to be a very long process though.


Finally, we talked about lighting. It was decided that we would be buying some new lights in the near future. Our old ones are not giving us the lighting that we need. Rob Evans is going to prepare a list of the lights that we need along with costs then we are going to investigate sources of possible financial aid to help us pay for them.
